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Course Title:  Auto  Power  Trains II

Presents operation, design, construction and repair of power train components, standard and 
automatic transmission. Includes clutches, propeller shaft, universal joints, rear axle assemblies, 
fluid couplings, torque converters as well as 2, 3, and 4 speed standard, overdrive and 
automatic transmissions. Part II of II.  Lecture 2 hours. Laboratory 3 hours. Total 5 hours per 
week. 3 credits 
 
General  Course Purpose:   
 
This course provides instruction on the construction, operation, inspection, maintenance, 
service, repair and diagnosis of a modern manual transmission-equipped vehicles. Initial 
instruction will focus on repair and replacement techniques with additional focus on the 
diagnosis of clutch, four-wheel drive and rear differential systems.
